6) Participation in cooperative education programs.

The costs incurred by the aforementioned activities will be met either by the home institution in which the participants
are formally affiliated or by the activity participants. However, the host institution that has agreed to receive the
participants from the home institution may cover the costs if the two Universities reach agreement through

consultation and exchange of televant information by appropriate members of the two Universities.

This Memorandum of Understanding is signed in four copies, two in English and two in Japanese. Each version is

valid. In case of discrepancy, the English version shall prevail.

The signatories below attest that both institutions have entered into a working relationship in order to define the details

and specific conditions necessary to achieve implementation of the objectives of this agreement.
