SURANAREE UNIVERSITY OF TECHNOLOGY (hereinafter referred to as “SUT”)
located at 111 University Avenue, Suranaree Sub-District, Muang District, Nakhon
Ratchasima, THAILAND

and

UNIVERSITAS INDONESIA, a Legal Entity State University based on Government
Regulation Republic of Indonesia No. 68 Year 2013, domiciled at JI. Salemba Raya 4,
Jakarta; in this matter represented by Prof. Ari Kuncoro, S.E., M.A., Ph.D. in his
capacity as Rector pursuant to Decision of the Board of Trustees of Universitas Indonesia
No. 020/SK/MWA-UI/2019 stipulated on 04 December 2019 and therefore lawfully acts
for and on behalf of Universitas Indonesia (hereinafter referred to as “UI”).

Both parties are collectively referred to hereinafter as the “Two Institutions” and
individually as the “Institution”.

The Two Institutions agree to enter into the following Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) to promote and facilitate joint educational and cultural collaboration. The two
institutions also agree as follows:

I: Purpose of the MOU

The purpose of this MOU is to promote and facilitate collaboration in undergraduate and
postgraduate education, exchange, scientific research and exchange of students, faculty and
staff between SUT and UI upon principles of mutual equality and the reciprocity of
benefits.

II: Scope of Collaboration
The areas of collaboration can be proposed by either institution and can include to:

Joint teaching and research;

Joint seminars, symposiums and conferences;

Mobility of faculty members, staff and researchers between institutions;
Mobility of students between institutions;

Staff professional development;

Sharing and creation of educational materials and resources;

Joint cultural activities; and

Other collaboration and exchange as mutually agreed by both institutions.
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III: Financial Arrangement

Two Institutions agree that all specific arrangements and plans for activities are to be
negotiated and are dependent on the availability of funds and the approval of each
institution’s authorized representatives.

IV: Agreement of Implementation

Any specific activities developed under this MOU shall be detailed in the Agreement of
Implementation, which will be signed by each institution’s authorized representatives.

The Agreement of Implementation will include such items as:

1. Elaboration of scope of activities and the responsibilities of each institution for the
agreed upon activity.

2. Schedules for specific activities.

3. Budgets and resources of financing for each activity.

4. Any other items deemed necessary for the efficient management of the activity.

V: Duration and Termination

This MOU shall be signed by authorized representatives of Two Institutions and will be in
effect for a period of 5 years from the last date signature.

Amendments to this MOU may be requested, in writing, by either institution. Any
amendments shall be approved by authorized signatories.

VI: Notices

Any notice or request given or made by one Party to the other under this MOU shall be in
writing in the language of English and shall be addressed to the appropriate office as is
designated in writing hereinafter:
