IGENERAL INFORMATION/PROVISIONS

To continue its mission of promoting mutual understanding between the people of the United States and
Thailand through educational exchange, which has been successfully implemented throughout the post
seven decades, the Thailand-United States Educational Foundation (TUSEF), also commaonly known os
“Fulbright Thailand," announces its annual competition for the FULBRIGHT THAI GRADUATE
SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM (TGS, formerly known as the Open Competition Scholarship Program) to
qualified Thai individuals for graduate study in the United States of America beginning in the 2024

acodemic year.

Becoming a “Fulbrighter” confers instant recognition that the individuval has been chosen through a rigorous,
internationally recognized competition based on individual merit and a transparent selection process. This
has been true since the Program's inception. Its reputation instantly identifies grantees as members of @
worldwide community of scholars, all selected on the some basis and sharing the some goal of promoting
mutual understanding between Thailand and the United States of America.

Up to seven {7} grants will be available for candidates who will commence their graduote-level studies in
the academic year 2024. This yeor, Fulbright will provide support for candidates seeking master's and
doctoral degrees.

Awards will be offered in a broad variety of fields with the exception of medicine, dentistry, and nursing,
which require clinical practices. Public heolth and allied subjects with no clinicot practices are eligible,

Successful candidotes will be placed at accredited state or private U.S. higher education institutions in line
with the Foreign Fulbright Scholarship Boord (FFSB) policies.

Fulbright will consider awarding up to four of the seven grants on a regional basis to welcome more
candidotes from the provinces. For these four grants, one grant will be made on the basis of competition
armong candidates from universities in each of the four regions — the North, the South, the Northeast, and
the Central regiocns—yet retaining the Fulbright standards and quality. The remaining three grants will be
made on the basis of o national competition open to candidates from universities in all four regions. Note
thot the region of competition will be determined by the location of the campus where the candidate is
studying or has received a degree. If, however, no candidates from any of those regions meet Fulbright's
high standards, TUSEF reserves the right to decline the award for that region and to select o candidate
from the national pool,

Successful candidates will receive funding from the Foundation for the actual costs of the first year of
their selected program (not exceeding $35,500) in the United States. Grants are normally for one
academic year. Grantees who require more than one yeor to complete their degrees are eligible for
further funding of up to $17,500 for the second year.

It is expected that those pursuing doctoral degrees will be able to find their own funding beyond the
second year. Fulbright and its portner organizations in the United States may be able to assist in seeking
this additionat funding, which could include teaching ossistantships, tuition waivers, or fellowships.

Grants are intended to cover costs of tuition and fees, books ond educational supplies, maintenance
allowance, and insurance coverage. Additionally, the Foundotion will cover international travel expenses
{economy class) for one round trip between Thailand and the United States.

Fulbright scholarship recipients will receive a J-1visa (Exchange Visitor) and are subject to o two-year home
residency requirement at the end of the study program.

be a Thai citizen in good heaith (individuals holding U.S. immigrant visas or permanent U.S. resident
cards (green cards), or dual citizenships (Thai and U.5.) are not eligible for the TGS program);

have completed all requirements gr in the last active term for o bachelor's from an accredited Thai
higher education institution or a master's degree from an accredited higher education institution
{Thai or overseas) at the time of application. Applicants with work experience are encouraged to
apply. Graduating seniors, who are to complete their bachelor's degree (or master's degree)
programs after the application deadline ('ZXpriI 30, 2023), can submit an official transcript with
records up to the first semester of their last yeor (or 2nd year of their master's). However, if
applicants are invited to the final interview, they must also submit an original official transcript
confirming receipt of the bachelor's and/or master's degree with an eligible cumulative GPA. This is
in addition to the official transcript initially submitted with the application.

hold a bachelor from an accredited Thai higher education institution, regardless of the degree
applying. Refer to Table 1below. Applicants who received @ bachelor's degree from higher education
institutions that are not under the Ministry of Higher Education, Science, Research and Innovation
(MHESI) must contact the Fulbright Thailand office for instructions on submitting additional
documents.

2) Upload your concise resume, not exceeding 4 pages, in PDF format.
3) Upload a scanned copy of each of your post-secondary education original diploma(s) and
transcript(s), including a transcript from the exchange program, if applicable. Doctoral applicants

must submit both bachelor's and master’s diplomas and transcripts. Please upload file(s) in PDF
format.

If your institution only issues electronic transcripts and diplomas due to the COVID-19 situation,
please upload these official electronic documents to the system.

6) All applicants are required to uplodd a writing sample to-be sent along with the application materials
for program review. Kindly see the detailed essay prompts in the application instructions (page 20).

7) Depending on the field of study selected in the system, upload portfolio materials as part of your
application. The field of design is required to upload portfolio materials.

8) Register 3 recommenders with their emails on the online application system. Letters of
recommendation must be submitted directly by your recommenders via the online application only.
No paper recornmendations will be accepted. Kindly see suggestions for recommendations in the
application instructions (page 24-25).

Recommenders must submit their recornmendations through the system before the deadline.

9) Review and submit the application before the deadline. After submission, applicants cannot make
any changes but can log in to the account to view the information and manage their recommenders.

» All materials are to be submitted online only. You do not need to submit a hard copy to Fulbright
Thailand.
+ File names must not include special characters or symbols. Otherwise, they will not be properly
uploaded.

** All requirements are minimum. Only complete applications will be considered. **
The deadline for application submission is Sunday, April 30, 2023, at 23:59 brs. (Thailand time).
